Eligibility:
Based upon Mrs. Gwinn’s wishes, applicants must meet at least one of the following criteria (priority order):  

· Ss. Peter and Paul Catholic Church member attending a Catholic Women’s College as an undergraduate student.
· Ss. Peter and Paul Catholic Church member attending college or post-secondary school as an undergraduate student.
· Boyle County resident attending college or post-secondary school as an undergraduate student.
Status of Applicant:  
Graduating senior with evidence of post-secondary school admission or student currently enrolled as an undergraduate student in college or post-secondary school as a (full-time only). 
Award Selection:  
Recipients will be selected on a competitive basis by using a combination of criteria:

· Academic performance – GPA, SAT and/or ACT scores

· Leadership potential – church and community service, extracurricular activities, and/or athletic involvement 

· Personal essay - Submit a 1-2 page essay on one of the following choices:  (If you are a reapplying applicant, it must be an essay you have not previously submitted.)  
                                  1. Describe how your Christian faith has shaped who you are as a person. 

                                  2. Outline your service (church/community/school), then explain why you became       

                          involved in the service projects and describe what you gained from the experiences. 
                                  3. Describe special circumstances about you or your life that you feel set you apart from 

                         other applicants. 

· Two (2) current letters of recommendation completed on the form provided. These recommendation forms must be included in your application packet and not mailed separately. 

Term of Scholarship:  
The scholarship is for one academic year of post-secondary education.  This is a non-renewable scholarship; however, applicants may reapply each year enrolled as a full-time undergraduate student in a post-secondary institution. There are no guarantees applicants will receive award money and no guarantee previous GRG Scholars will receive the same monetary amount awarded in a previous year.
